
Starting this January 7, 2009, Ville de Saint-Lazare, which signed a 
contract with Services Matrec Inc., will be reducing the Wednesday 
garbage pickup frequency: 1) from once a week to once every 2 weeks 
starting January 7th until the week preceding Victoria Day; 2) once 
every week until the week of Thanksgiving Day and 3) once every two 
weeks until the end of the year. In other words:

To the leaf pickup program every fall during the months of October 
and November (or by mulching and revitalizing your soil);
